The Bridle Way signs at each end of Back Lane have now been removed pending consideration by LCC in conjunction with the Parish Council as to whether any alternative signs are appropriate
Please note that ‘parking offences’ are now managed by LCC except for ‘car parks’ which are managed by SRBC.

A meeting took place with LCC concerning parking issues in the vicinity of the primary School in New Longton - LCC have agreed to look into getting the existing lines repainted as they probably contravene road traffic regulations – they have agreed to monitor the parking situation on Hugh Barn Lane once the school car park has been completed since it is thought that the new car park will remove the current problem. Should this not be the case then consideration may be given to an extension of the road marking restrictions.
